
 Idaho’s estimated cov-
erage rate of 66.3 (+ 
6.4) % placed us in the 
bottom quartile of all 
states. Recently re-
leased mid-year 2011 
NIS data estimates Ida-
ho’s coverage rate is 
now 63.7(+7)%. This is 
not a statistically signif-
icant rate change, but 
the point estimate now 
places us last in the 
nation for this vaccine 
series. 2010 Rates for 
Idaho are 42 %
