Why Parents as Teachers?

Learning begins at birth, and by age
three, children have learned 75 percent
of all the language skills they will have as
adults. A parent is a child’s first and most
important teacher.

In the first few years, children learn more and
at a much faster pace than any other time in
life. By age three, a child’s brain is

80 percent of the size of the adult brain.
