COVID-19 Q & A of the Day 

Question:       Have health departments done contract tracing in the past? 

Answer: Contact tracing is a core disease control measure that has been employed by 
local and state health department/district personnel for decades. It is a key 
strategy for preventing the spread of many infectious diseases including COVID-
19. Throughout the State, the number of contact tracers (the people who actually 
do the work of contact tracing) is increasing due to the possibility of increased 
COVID-19 cases occurring due to the relaxation of some community mitigation 
efforts such as stay at home orders. With new COVID-19 cases, contact tracers 
need to quickly locate and talk with the confirmed case, assist in arranging for 
them to isolate themselves, monitor their symptoms throughout their isolation, 
and work with the individual to identify all people with whom they have been in 
close contact with so the contact tracer can locate and work with them, as well.
