Question:     Can hydroxychloroquine be used to treat COVID-19?  

Answer: There is very limited data about the safety and effectiveness of using 
hydroxychloroquine for treating patients with COVID-19 (as of April 21, 2020). It 
is not known whether it is safe or helpful for this disease. Sometimes new 
treatment ideas turn out to help and sometimes they are actually proven to be 
harmful. The best way to learn how to treat COVID-19 is to conduct randomized 
controlled clinical trials which are currently being conducted through the world.  
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
